(upset)

BILL




What?

What did I say that was so wrong?

MARY




When you were asked the question, “How 

many types of each animal did Moses take 

on the Ark?”, What did you say?




BILL




Two.  One male and one female.

MARY




(disgusted)




No silly, the answer is none, zero, 

zilch.  Noah built the ark, not Moses!

BILL




(down playing it)




Noah...Moses, what’s the big deal.




MARY




The big deal is that it’s wrong, and 

that caused us to lose the game.  




BILL




Look, I just wanted to eat.  You are the 

one that wanted to play Bible Trivia.
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MARY




Bill, it was family night at the church 

and we never participate in the games.

BILL PLOPS DOWN ON THE SOFA TO RELAX.




BILL




So. (beat) By the way, you got buzzed 

too...Ms. Bible Scholar.

MARY




I...I was just confused, that’s all.

BILL




What was your question? (thinking) Oh 

yeah, “Who were Abraham, Issac, and 

Jacob”, and what was your answer?

MARY




(embarrassed)




Jesus’ disciples.

BILL




That’s the most ridiculous answer in the 

world.  No wonder you were buzzed.  

Everyone knows those were the three guys 

thrown in the firey furnace.







MARY




Well, I knew they were somebody 

important.  I guess we both have a lot 

to learn.  We really need to study the 

bible more.

BILL




I know, but we don’t have time.
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MARY




Well, we need to make time.

MARY GRABS A SMALL POCKET CALENDAR FROM HER PURSE.  




Come on, let’s schedule time now.

BILL




(Dumbfounded)




Duh....If I don’t have time to do 

something, then why make a schedule to 

do what I don’t have time to do.

MARY




(with disregard)
I’m sure there’s an hour or two open one 

day.  Let’s see, (checking calendar) 

Monday evenings seem open.

BILL




No can do, that’s my league bowling 

night.  But you go ahead and read the 

bible without me.

MARY




Oh no, the bible says “Study together as 

a family and be blessed.”




BILL




It does?

MARY




Well, I’m not sure, but that’s why we 

need to study.  (flips page in 

calendar).  Okay, how about Tuesday 

night?

BILL




(ponders) Okay that works.  (remembers)  

Oh no I forgot, I workout at the gym on 

Tuesday nights.  
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MARY




Oh c’mon honey, that’s not important.  

(scribbles in calendar) You can make 

time on Tuesday nights.

BILL




Not important, exercising is biblical!  

Didn’t God say, “be fruitful and 

exercise”?




MARY




(thinks a moment) Well, maybe you’re 

right (erases writing in calendar).

BILL




Look, we’re both home on Wednesday 

nights.  After dinner, lets just sit 

down and knock it out.  

MARY




That sounds like a plan.  Lets see, by 

the time I finish dinner and clean up it 

should be around 7:00.




BILL




Alright, but can we make it 8:00.  I 

have to pick up the kids from [sport in 

season] practice at 7:00.




MARY




Ummmm, 8:00 is not good for me. [Name of 

a current TV show] comes on TV at 8:00.  

I never miss that.  (ad-lib about last 

week’s show).  What about 9:00?


BILL




Well, I was hoping we would be finished 

by 9:00.  
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BILL(cont'd)

That when I watch reruns of [name of old 

TV show like Gilligan’s Island, Star 

Trek, Beverly Hillbillies, etc.]  How 

about 10:00?

MARY




I have to get ready for work the next 

day.  10:00 is definitely out.  How 

about Thursday?

BILL




Band rehearsal, Friday?

MARY




Hair appointment, Saturday?

BILL AND MARY BOTH LOOK AT EACH OTHER AND SAY ‘NAW’ 
REJECTING THE IDEA.




BILL




See, I told you, we’re just too busy.  

Besides that, I might need to find a 

second job just to keep up with our 

mortgage, two car payments, and the 

vacation home at the beach.  We just 

have too many responsibilities to waste 

time reading the bible.

MARY




Do we have too many responsibilities or 

too many blessings?  

BILL




What do you mean?
